IMMUNIZATIONS: 

• Reviewed Immunization records of all K, 7th grade, and new students.  Information regarding im-

munizations gathered through calls to parents, notes from parents, schools and physicians. 

• Filed immunization status report in October 2006 with the State of Ohio. 

• Reviewed immunization records of upcoming kindergarten students at Kindergarten screening. 

• Reports were sent to local health jurisdiction on all students with chickenpox disease. 

 

GOALS 
• To assure that all students are within mandated guidelines for state immunizations or that family has 

religious or philosophical exemption on file. 

• To provide updated information regarding immunizations and communicable disease as necessary. 

 

COMMUNICABLE DISEASE: 
• Weekly communicable disease count obtained from December 2006- March 2007, and submitted to 

Stark County Health Department Epidemiologist. 

• Examined students for head lice, on an as needed basis. 

• Examined students for Ringworm as needed. 

• Examined students for Scabies as needed. 

 

TEACHING: 

• Taught hygiene classes to fifth grade students. 

• Taught food allergy class to 3rd grade students. 

• Taught information about Diabetes to 3rd grade students and teachers. 

• Taught how and when to use Epi-pen to Middle School and High School staff members.

FIRST AID 

• When present provided first aid services as needed. 

 

 



 

VISION: 

• Screened all students in K, 1st, 3rd, 5th, 7th and 9th grades, all students new to school district, those 

with IEP’s, and those requested by faculty for distance vision. 

• Screened kindergarten children for muscle balance, stereopsis, and screened kindergarten males for 

color blindness.  

• Re-screened all children who were unable to read at least the 20/30 line of Snellen Eye Test, those 

who failed: muscle balance exam, color vision exam or stereopsis exam and referred for follow-up 

by specialists.   

• Documented results and referrals.
